BUT once people have been told to remember, they are then
told to forget: forget the past because God is doing a new
thing. Perhaps, put m ore clearly, here is an instruction not
to become so fond of the past that we cannot move forward to
the future. Wesaid from Haggai 2 in January that God is a
God, who is always doing new things and whose glories to
come are greater than those that have beenE

Paul expressed something of this when thinking about leaving
his past life behind to chase after Christ. Rhilippians 3, we

read,

But one thing | do: Forgetting what is behind and straining
towards what is ahead, | press on toward the goal to win the prize
for which God has called me heavenward in Christ Jesus.

There is no newer thing than the resurrection meeve just
celebrated and that we now line inEForward march!
